POLAR STAR 
By Deborah Hartz 

The Polar Star 
diamond replica 
to the left was 
faceted by Alec 
Gallia.  It is 
faceted from 
clear quartz and 
weighs 51.5 
carats. 
 
India is thought 
to be the origin 
of a rough 
diamond 
(original size 

unknown) named the Polar Star with a long and 
sometimes mysterious past.  Joseph Bonaparte, 
Napoleon I’s older brother is the first known 
owner.  He acquired the jewel while he was King 
of Spain and Italy.  After being dethroned he 
sold it to the famous Russian crown head 
Princess Tatiana Youssoupov along with the 
famous Pelegrina Pearl.  The diamond remained 
in the family so to speak, for over a century.  In 
the 1920’s Cartier’s purchased the diamond.  
Then in the 1980’s a dealer in Sri Lanka became 
the owner for a purchase price of eight million 
Swiss francs. 
 
The Polar Star Diamond is a cushion shaped cut 
diamond of 41.29 carats. It is an eight points star 
with rare purity and a brilliant luster.  It was cut 
to perfection and can be balanced on the culet, 
due to the perfect symmetry of the pavilion. 
 
The name Polar Star indicates mathematical 
equations with many angles and points making a 
quadric surface.  This was first studied, applied, 
and developed in the early 1800’s.  Add Polaris 
to this name.  Polaris appears to be a near star, 
but is actually a three star cluster, maintaining a 
constant position used in navigation charting 
routes and finding bearings.  Of course this is a 
hypothesis.  Its name may have merely meant a 
brilliant star of ice.  
 
Faceters have now replicated the cut of this 
famous diamond.  Instructions can be found in 
the Texas FacetersGuild's book of instruction 
one of which will soon be found in the AGMC 
library.

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BISCOTTI

(Recipe from August Meeting as requested) 
Basic Recipe   Preheat oven 350 degrees 
5 whole eggs 
1 egg separated 
2-½ cups sugar 
1-teaspoon vanilla 
3-½ cups flour* 
1-teaspoon baking powder 
½-teaspoon salt 
* (half whole wheat/half unbleached white) 
 
For Cranberry/Pistachio  
1-teaspoon ground cinnamon 
Grated zest from 1 orange 
1-½ cups dried cranberries 
1-½ cups pistachios 
 
For Ginger/Almond/White Chocolate  
Decrease sugar by ½ cup 
1-teaspoon ground ginger 
2/3 cup finely chopped candied ginger 
¾ cups chopped toasted almonds (toast about 7 
minutes) 
¾ cups white chocolate chips 
 
Line two baking sheets with parchment paper or 
coat with cooking spray.  (Paper preferred). 
In a large mixing bowl, whisk 5 eggs + separated 
yolk thoroughly with sugar, add vanilla and 
whisk in. 
 
In another bowl, stir together flour with 
remaining dry ingredients.  Fold egg mixture into 
flour mixture.  Add cranberry ingredients or 
Ginger almond ingredients. 
 
Divide dough in half.  Form each half into a 4 x 
12 inch log place on baking sheet. 
In small bowl, stir reserved egg white until 
frothy.  Brush onto logs.  Bake 25 to 30 minutes.   
 
Remove from oven.  Place on racks.  Turn oven 
temp. down to 325.   
Cool logs until warm and can be handled.  Slice 
logs crossways into ½ inch slices.  Return slices 
to baking sheet, not touching.  Place back into 
oven for 10 minutes.   
Remove sheets from oven.  Using tongs, turn 
slices over and return oven for an additional 10 
minutes.   
Remove slices to cooling racks.  Once cool, store 
in airtight containers.  

 

JUNIORS 
 
In July juniors met to learn about and make 
fused glass.  
In August three of our juniors began learning 
about wire wrapped jewelry.  They were 
introduced to the type of tools needed, how to 
use them, and began by forming spring pendants 
to hold 4mm spheres.  They experimented with 
the wire and began to create their own designs.  
Sunday the 17th again three juniors along with 
their leader and parents met to work with plaster 
to create models to sell at their show booth.

TOOL TIME 
Emie Stewart 

Miniature sanding sticks to help remove the 
dreaded firescale on sterling can easily be made.  
Take a rectangular wooden stick, 1/8 inch thick 
and ¼ inch wide, and cut it to preferred length (I 
prefer 4 inches).  Cut a strip of 600 grit sand 
paper 1 inch wide and 2 inches long.  Place a 
piece of masking tape on the grit side of the 
paper, along the top and bottom edges, allowing 
the tape to extend about half the width of the 
tape beyond the sandpaper top and bottom, and 
about ¼ inch beyond the length on both ends. 
Place the wooden stick on the back side of the 
paper, at one end of the length, and fold the 
width of the paper over the stick about ¼ inch 
(this prevents the wooden stick from coming in 
contact with your sterling).  Using a blunt edge, 
score the paper where it meets the stick, fold 
over the stick and tape.  Score the next place, and 
fold and tape, continuing until you reach the end 
of the paper.  Tape that end to the stick.  Label 
the stick with the grit of the paper.  You now 
have a miniature sanding stick.  When the face of 
the paper becomes smooth, simply tear it away 
and you have a fresh face underneath.
